In 2008, we put together over 150 backpacks for boys and girls of all ages and delivered them to the
wonderful people at Child Protective Services in El Dorado County (Placerville). This year, we hope to
do much more, as the need is greater than ever.

While last year’s effort was very “grassroots”, this year we hope to be able to help even more
children by providing these basic needs during very trying times of fear and confusion.

We are often asked “what can | do?”, or “what can I give?”, so we have also put together a list of
items that we always need and can use to put together backpacks.

Every little bit helps and is much appreciated. We hope that our planned event offers a way for
members of the community to have fun while assisting children in need.
